Section C.3.7 Handlingf "Expired" Participants Any of our expired Rider Education Levels Program
participants may bnig their status to current and active by submitting a completed Levels Data Correction Forr
(Form N.10) along with copies of the appropriate support documentation (CPR/FA completion cards & Rider
Training completion cards) that meet the requirements. fAdlger clarification, any participant will recertify
at the highest level achieved and does not revert backward to a lower level at anf kember who has
achieved a Masterdvel will be allowed to recertify as a Master as long as the requirenrentseea Members
work hard to achieve these levels and the insignia they wear recognizes their success in dioaniylember
chooses not to continue recertifying at any level, the achievement is never to be dimifisegtave
benefited from theiraiining and commitment and we as an association have benefited from their participation.
